Baptism: Baptism is a joyful event “by which men and women are freed from their sins... are configured to Christ by an indelible character, and are 
incorporated into the Church.” (Canon 849 of the Code of Canon Law). People can be baptized as adults or infants. The preparation for adult baptism takes 
place in the process of the catechumenate, commonly known as the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults, or RCIA. Any adult desiring baptism may call the office 
to begin this process. Preparation for infant baptism happens in baptism classes, generally held on the fourth Thursday evening of each month in the Parish 
Office. No child will be baptized at St. Catherine unless both parents have attended one of these classes in the last five years. Baptism of adults generally takes 
place on Holy Saturday night, while baptism of infants can take place on any Sunday. Since baptism “incorporates one into the Church,” it is appropriate that the 
infant be baptized during a Sunday liturgy when the local Church is gathered. There are legitimate reasons for not wanting to have the baptism during a Sunday 
liturgy; in those cases, baptisms may be scheduled for a Sunday at 1:00 p.m.

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ENCOUNTERING GOD
Reflection on Matthew 13:44-52

“The kingdom of heaven is like… a 
treasure buried in a field… a merchant 
searching for fine pearls… a net thrown 
into the sea…” With these compelling 
metaphors Jesus teaches us about the 
Kingdom – the presence and power of 
God’s transforming love in human life. 

How does God’s love break into human 
life? How does God choose to come to 
us, to reveal Himself, to gift us with the 
Kingdom? The answer is: However God 
wants to! This is what strikes me about 
these parables. A search for a pearl, a 
hidden treasure in a field, a fishing net in 
the sea – all of these seem rather unlikely 
places to find God. But I think that is 
the point. Since the incarnation, God is 
likely to be found in all the most unlikely, 
surprising places. In fact, there is really 
no place in our human experience where, 
when we gaze closely, we will not find 
God present.

Thankfully, our Church gives us the 
privileged places and moments where we 
encounter God, especially in His Word 
(Scripture) and in the Sacraments. And 
gratefully, God surprises us with popping 
up in other places and moments – in 
creation, in smiles, in a book read, in a 
friendship, in everyday events, and in 
pearls, treasures, and nets.

~ Fr. Jay SAINT ALPHONSUS LIGUORI 
Feast Day: August 1
Patron Saint of: Theologians, Vocations
At the University of Naples, Alphonsus received a doctorate in both canon and civil 
law by acclamation, at the age of 16, but he soon gave up the practice of law for 
apostolic activity. He was ordained a priest, and concentrated his pastoral efforts 
on popular parish missions, hearing Confessions, and forming Christian groups.
He founded the Redemptorist congregation in 1732. It was an association of 
priests and brothers living a common life, dedicated to the imitation of Christ, and 
working mainly in popular missions for peasants in rural areas. Alphonsus’ great 
pastoral reforms were in the pulpit and confessional—replacing the pompous 
oratory of the time with simplicity, and the rigorism of Jansenism with kindness.
His greatest sorrow came toward the end of his life. The Redemptorists, precariously 
continuing after the suppression of the Jesuits in 1773, had difficulty in getting their 
Rule approved by the Kingdom of Naples. Alphonsus acceded to the condition 
that they possess no property in common, but with the connivance of a high 
Redemptorist official, a royal official changed the Rule substantially. Alphonsus, 
old, crippled and with very bad sight, signed the document, unaware that he had 
been betrayed. The Redemptorists in the Papal States then put themselves under 
the pope, who withdrew those in Naples from the jurisdiction of Alphonsus. It was 
only after his death that the branches were united.
Alphonsus is best known for his moral theology, but he also wrote well in the field 
of spiritual and dogmatic theology. His Glories of Mary is one of the great works on 
that subject, and his book Visits to the Blessed Sacrament went through 40 editions 
in his lifetime, greatly influencing the practice of this devotion in the Church.

The preparation for adult baptism takes 
place in the process of the catechumenate, commonly known as the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults, or RCIA. Any adult desiring baptism may call the office 
to begin this process. Preparation for infant baptism happens in baptism classes, generally held on the fourth Thursday evening of each month in the Parish 
Office. No child will be baptized at St. Catherine unless both parents have attended one of these classes in the last five years. Baptism of adults generally takes 
place on Holy Saturday night, while baptism of infants can take place on any Sunday. Since baptism “incorporates one into the Church,” it is appropriate that the 
infant be baptized during a Sunday liturgy when the local Church is gathered.
